Frequently Asked Questions about Friends of Londiani

Who are Friends of Londiani?

Friends of Londiani is a registered charity (CHY16505) which was set up in 2002 in Ireland.  

Where is Londiani? 
Londiani is a small rural town in the Rift Valley province of Kenya. Many people depend on farming in this area and there is limited electricity, medical services or access to clean water. The people are very warm and welcoming and work hard to provide for their families. 

What is the mission of Friends of Londiani?

The mission of Friends of Londiani is to work in partnership with the people of Londiani, and its surrounding villages to develop and complete sustainable community projects to enable and empower the people to achieve an improved quality of life based on their values and become the authors of their own development. 

Who runs FOL?

FOL is run by 7 volunteer Directors and a number of volunteers who help promote the charity, organise events and help with the day-to-day tasks. 

What sort of projects is FOL involved in?

FOL is involved in Building, Water, Education & Health projects.  At the heart of FOL is the communities self identified needs and projects arise from proposals submitted by community groups. 

What is Harambee 2007?

Harambee 2007 was the latest community development project organised by Friends of Londiani in Kenya. Eighty six volunteers from all over Ireland travelled to Kenya in the summer to complete a number of tasks.  Harambee is a Swahili (national language of Kenya) word for togetherness. 

How is FOL funded?

FOL is totally funded by donations and fundraising events.  Each year we have a Kenya Ball, Four Peaks Challenge and many other events such as cake sales, sponsored walks etc. FOL also received funding from Irish Aid in 2007. 

Where does the money raised by FOL go?

All money raised is used to support our ongoing projects in Kenya. If a donor has a specific request where money should be sent for example on education, then this is where it will be spent.  

How did FOL start?
A young woman from Cork was holidaying in Nairobi in 2001 and was mugged. Although this was a scary experience, she felt motivated to help alleviate the poverty that caused the situation. Along with a group of friends she returned to Kenya to work with communities to help improve their situation and to enable them to become the authors of their own development. Since then the organization has expanded to include many projects in three neighbouring villages.
